



APARTMENT STORAGE POLICY – Stanton Place

This policy is to identify what is considered to be the standard for decent, safe and sanitary storage of items in individual apartments.


1.  Items to be stored must be kept in closets and storage areas provided  for that 

purpose.

2. No items are to be stored on the kitchen counters or stove top that block access to the sink , electrical outlets or stove burners.

3. No items are to block any cupboard door, closet door or access door. All such doors must be able to open and close completely.   
4. Area surrounding door or vents must not be blocked so there is no restriction of air circulation.  
5. No items are to be stored in the shower stall other than those used for bathing.

6. There must be an access path no smaller than 4 ‘ wide into the living room, bedroom and bathroom.

7. Kitchen area between appliances and counter must be kept clear with no items stored on the floor

8. Front hall area with access to apartment entry door must be kept clear at all times.

9. Residents have the option to install a separate, small refrigerator or freezer in the storage closet at their own expense.   The resident shall be responsible for selecting an electrical contractor to install the electric outlet .   No items shall be stored directly on top of  any refrigerator/freezer or closer than 6” on the side to allow the unit to work correctly.
