CRIME PREVENTION POLICY

RESOLUTION #00-0914(a)

September 14, 2000

It is the policy of the Anytown Housing Authority to maintain a secured door entry system, which automatically locks the main entrance door to each of our buildings at 9:00 PM and unlocks these same doors at 5:00 AM.  All other entrances into the building can only be opened with a resident key or a staff “master” key.  Combination key safes are attached to the walls of the main entrance foyer to provide emergency personnel entrance into our buildings during those hours when the main entrances are locked.  Visitors must have approval and action via the tenant’s telephone in order to enter our buildings after 9:00 PM and before  

5:00 AM.

The Anytown Housing Authority, Elm Drive Apartments, works closely with the Anytown Police Department in monitoring, reporting, and resolving any complaints or situations related to crime.  This is a senior complex, in a quiet neighborhood, of a small town. Our interior areas are lighted at all times and our exterior areas are well lighted at night.  We average approximately 1-2 crime-related complaints per year, usually related to theft.  Due to our low crime rate, we do not use crime prevention programs, such as, Neighborhood Watch, Block Watch, or Street Patrol, but rely on the local police authority to respond to crime issues.   

This Authority abides by the “One Strike and You’re Out” policy.  In addition, if a tenant breaks the rules of the lease, the Management takes appropriate action against the tenant.  

At a regular meeting of the Anytown HA held on September 14, 2000, the Board of Commissioners unanimously voted to approve this policy on a motion by ________and seconded by __________.
